Report of the Trustees
for the Year Ended 31 March 2017

The Trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31
March 2017. The trustees have adopted the provisions of the statement of Recommended Practice
(SORP) 'FRS102 as introduced on the 01/01/2016. This was first adopted by the charity on
01/04/2016.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Objectives and aims

The principal activity of the Bhawan during the year, which has remained unchanged from previous
years, was that of the advancement of Hinduism in accordance with its Constitution.

Significant activities

During the year all the major functions and festivals were celebrated. Shri Amba Maa, Hanuman
Chalisa and Shri Balaji Puja are conducted on Tuesdays and Sundays respectively, with Shree Satya
Narayan Puja taking place on every purnima in the month. Hindi classes are held on Saturdays, 50+
club and SGB Community Centre were fully operational. Upnishad regular weekly classes on Monday's
evenings continued. Several Saints visited the Bhawan and delivered spiritual discourses to promote
Hinduism. SGB maintained regular visits of School children's to learn Hinduism and hundreds of
children from various schools visited the Bhawan. .

We sincerely thank the Managing Committee and Devotees for their co-operation and support, on
which the achievement of aims and objectives of the Bhawan depends.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE

Following registration for gift aid in 2015 SGB charity has claimed £42,357 from Gift Aid in 2017 and
£29,732 in 2016 and will continue to benefit in the future. On the 06/05/2016 the temple
completed the leasehold purchase of 13 Brecon Road Handsworth and then on the 03/10/2016 the
freehold of this property was purchased by the temple.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Review and progress

The incoming resources during the year amounted to £388,563 and expenditure including
depreciation amounted to £192954 leaving the surplus for the year of £195,609, during the year gold
owned by SGB was revalued by an additional £22,110 and in such increasing the surplus within the
accounts to £217,719 which was transferred to general reserve fund. The statement of financial
activities are shown on page 5 with relevant notes there to on pages 6 to 11.

Reserves policy

The Trustees review the reserves policy which include a consideration of the nature of the income and
expenditure stream, the requirement to match variable income with fixed commitments and a
consideration of the nature of the reserves. As a result of this review it will be noted that at the end of
the financial year on 31 March 2017, the Bhawan's unrestricted funds amounted to £2,570,132 of
which £2,035,334 is invested in fixed assets with revaluations of £26,511 leaving £508,287 as freely
available. This was concluded to be an adequate figure to allow the charity to be managed efficiently
and to ensure that sufficient resources were available to provide uninterrupted services.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

'The perpetual nature of the charity's existence means that it will never cease to exist and therefore
reserves are carried forward at the end of each financial year. The Trustees aim to maintain
unrestricted reserves at a level which equate to approximately three months of its unrestricted
charitable expenditure. It is the Trustees' view that this level is sufficient to respond to any unexpected
level of expenditure as well as finance other recurring expenditure and governance costs. The Trustees
and Executive Committee, as well as members of subcommittees, are not remunerated or paid any
salaries or expenses. The restricted funds all relate to items where the donors have specified its
intended use or recipient. Where deficits occur these are carried forward to the following year.'

FUTURE PLANS

SGB Trustees approved a Design & Build Project for Extension and Renovation of the Dining Hall and
Kitchen and construction of a new Car park at the rear of the temple.

A Contract was signed with Parkdale Projects and work has commenced

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have
been prepared in accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by
Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts
in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2015)', Financial Reporting Standard 102 '"The Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland'EFA, the and the Charities
Act 2011. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, as
modified by the revaluation of certain assets.

Income

All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement
to the funds, it is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured
reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation
committing the charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits
will be required in settlement and the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably.
Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under headings that
aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular
headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of resources.

Allocation and apportionment of costs

Support costs consisting of office and administrative costs of the Bhawan including staff salaries
have been split between charitable and governance activities on the basis of estimated time
spent and its usages of each activity.

Tangible fixed assets
Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its

estimated useful life.

Freehold property - 2% on straight line basis
Fixtures and fittings - 15% on reducing balance
Computer equipment - 25% on reducing balance
Taxation

The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of
the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the
charity. Restrictions arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular

restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the
financial statements.
